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GK Who participated in the conference?


MW It was a good mix of people from activist and academic backgrounds from all over the world. We had participants from East Timor, Mexico, Egypt, Australia as well as other countries. Many were scholars doing research in other countries.


GK One of the themes of the conference focused on how we can know about or approach sexualities? What were some of the ideas brought up on that subject?


MW Certainly, we need to approach sexualities from a cross-cultural perspective. There were a lot of good presentations about how sexuality was or was not articulated in other cultures. In other words, there's a real mismatch between the ways the West talks about sexuality and very different 


approaches that other cultures take.


AA It's very important to reflect critically on the ways society approaches sexualities in light of the knowledge of other cultures. That was our goal. We wanted to go beyond the US approach to sexualities.


MW One of the tendencies of the Western approach is to objectify other cultures. This can be seen very clearly in the work of Western NGOs that do development work. An NGO that feels it has a particular expertise in one area such as post-conflict work might feel that it is able to work in any 


country without really knowing the people who live there. So, there is a process of objectifying other cultures and even sexualizing them.


GK What do you mean by sexualizing other cultures?


MW For example, many Western NGOs tend to see the people they work with as backward. There's a tendency as well to think of the population as female. That is, they see people as a kind of damsel in distress needing the help of outsiders. 


GK How can cultural divides around sexuality be bridged? Those working for gay rights, for example, would refer to such rights as universal. But there are other cultures where that notion is not widely accepted. How do you bridge that gap?


MW First of all, I think there has to be a dialogue. No one party can be the single source of knowledge. You have to look at the historical aspects of sexuality as well to see whether, for example, homosexuality really is a foreign entity in a particular culture. We had one presenter who 


discussed how for a long time Europeans would go to Egypt specifically for same sex relationships. With colonialism, homosexuality became demonized. Then, in the post-colonial period homosexuality becomes construed as a Western import. So, where we once had Europeans going to Egypt for same sex relationships, homosexuality is now being referred to as a foreign concept. 


The Egyptians, then, having been gutted by the dominance of the World Bank, have begun focusing on the nuclear family as an entity that needs to be protected from perversions from outside. So, last May there was a raid on a discothèque in Egypt where a number of gay men had gathered. 52 men were arrested. The government-controlled press worked very hard to foment public hatred against these men. They were construed as rich men that were perverted by European influence. Basically, they were supposed to embody all dangers to Egyptians. So, that was a way of channeling the feeling of disempowerment in the international community vis a vis the World Bank and the IMF to a feeling of empowerment in the domestic realm. In that case, the nation becomes the domestic while the international community becomes the public sphere. About half of the men arrested were sentenced to 3 to 5 years in prison.


GK One of the workshops at the conference was called "Where the Body Exists to Be Denied: Sustainable Development Discourse in East Timor and Studies on Muslim Communities in Indonesia (the case of Aceh)." What is the link between sustainable development and denying or oppressing bodies?


MW One of the presenters told us a story of an Irish NGO that had funded an income generating project for women that involved weaving textiles. But there turned out to be no market for the textiles. Yet the women kept going. When people started asking why the women kept going, they said that they were having fun. It was a place where they could play. Of course, the Irish NGO couldn't possibly include that in a report because no one would fund women's pleasure. All of their days are completely taken up with work and this was their only opportunity to enjoy being with one another. That is what I mean when I say that the sustainable development discourse denies pleasure.


AA Another presenter looked at some of the indigenous approaches to knowing sexuality. In some societies, you find great art representing sexual images. You see very open, joyful and graphic representations of sex. It was so interesting to look at these erotic pictures and compare them with the knowledge of sexuality that colonialism presents.


GK What was the colonial approach to sexuality that you refer to?


AA Basically, I'm referring to the whole Christian dogma which tends to deny sexuality, especially for women. 


GK Another workshop focused on the link between sexuality and spirituality. What were some of the discussions around that?


AA One of the topics addressed was the digital art of a Chicana artist who creates images of the virgin of Guadalupe. She sexualizes and eroticizes the image of the virgin of Guadalupe who, of course, represents the mother of the Mestizo nation in Mexico. It's interesting, too, that this image was initially censored in Mexico. Some people were outraged that people could 


portray a religious icon in this way. The biggest opponents were the Catholic church. 


MW On a similar note, by the end of the conference the way the West tends to oppose sexuality and religion began to strike me as really bizarre and in contrast to many other cultures and religions. The West seems to be the anomaly and, in my opinion, this is very destructive. It also seems outrageous to me how we see Westerners going to different countries now 


telling people how to be sexually liberated. We Westerners are the ones with the problem.


GK One of your main points is that the West tends to misconstrue the meanings of sexuality in other cultures. Can you provide an example of how the West does this?


MW You just have to look at the issue of female genital circumcision in certain contexts. Most Westerners don't understand that it sometimes has nothing to do with male domination. We had one woman who spoke about it and she said that the cut was largely symbolic and insignificant. Basically, it had to do with dropping a drop of blood from the woman's body onto the land 


and it signified the connection between the land and the people. Male circumcision, on the other hand, was used as an appendage for women's pleasure. So, the skin was not thrown away. It was sculpted into this appendage for women's sexual pleasure. Getting back to the issue of male domination, I should mention that it's only now that women can't inherit and own land. In the past, the women had their own hut and the men had to ask permission to enter it. Colonialism changed all that. The English imposed a hut tax which led to men and women living in the same hut.

UNLOCKING THE CLUBHOUSE


Women in Computing


Jane Margolis and Allan Fisher





This book examines the many influences contributing to the gender gap in computing.  It is based on interviews with more than 100 computer science students of both sexes from Carnegie Mellon University, over a period of four years, as well as classroom observations and conversations with hundreds of college and high school faculty.  





The interviews capture the dynamic details of the female computing experience, from the family computer kept in a brother’s bedroom to women’s feelings of alienation in college computing classes.  


The authors investigate the familial, educational, and institutional origins of the computing gender gap.  They also describe educational reforms that have made a dramatic different at Carnegie Mellon – where the percentage of women entering the School of Computer Science rose from 7% in 1995 to 42% in 2000.
